00:13 20

The -- the engineering site plan with the drainage 00:13 21

calculations haven't been revised yet, but those 00:13 22

could be done subject to -- we can accommodate one 00:13 23

line across, like a 6-inch and actually have one 00:13 24

connection into the sanitary sewer.00:13 25
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CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  And who would that 00:13 1

be?  That would be?  00:13 2

THE WITNESS:  That would be me and 00:13 3

Harry would come up with it, but Steve would review 00:13 4

and if he's okay with it, we would proceed with it. 00:13 5

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay. 00:13 6

The other thing is the big tree on the 00:14 7

corner, the one that has the wires running through 00:14 8

it -- 00:14 9

THE WITNESS:  Yes.  The 48 inch?00:14 10

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.  Is that going 00:14 11

to be removed?  I thought we had a discussion about 00:14 12

that. 00:14 13

THE WITNESS:  I'm sure -- it's whatever 00:14 14

the board would like.  I'm showing.  I'm keeping it.  00:14 15

It's up to the -- would the board want to take it 00:14 16

down for sight-angle purposes or would they -- 17

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes, I think the 18

board would like to -- I would like to take it down.  19

I don't know if the board wants to, you know, but I 20

would like to.21

THE WITNESS:  We have no problem with 00:14 22

taking it down. 00:14 23

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Now, the other 00:14 24

thing is, and I think reviewing the testimony of last 00:14 25
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month, Mr. -- Vinny -- we're on a first name basis 00:14 1

here -- made a comment about the air conditioning.  00:14 2

I'm not talking about the air conditioning 00:14 3

themselves, I'm talking about the round -- 00:14 4

MR. CARNOVALE:  The compressors.00:14 5

THE WITNESS:  The compressors?  00:14 6

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  The compressors.  00:14 7

And I believe you said that the compressors were 00:14 8

going to be in the back. 00:14 9

THE WITNESS:  Well, we could -- the 00:14 10

compressors for the end units would be located in the 00:15 11

front corner.  We can screen them.  00:15 12

The compressors for the end units will 00:15 13

be -- the end unit will be located in the -- 00:15 14

basically the rear yard as you're looking at it from 00:15 15

Grand Avenue, so we could accommodate condensers here 00:15 16

(indicating).  00:15 17

And the only thing is we have 5-foot 00:15 18

side yard setbacks, so to get a 3-foot condenser back 00:15 19

there it creates an issue.  We can do condensers in 00:15 20

the middle units if we have to so that people can 00:15 21

still get around from -- let's say from the Grand 00:15 22

Avenue side or from the back side which is going up 00:15 23

towards Broad Avenue.  00:15 24

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  I think -- I think 00:15 25
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what the -- I think the board would like to put them 00:15 1

on the side.  I don't think the board wants them in 00:15 2

the back because there's only 5 feet back there. 00:15 3

MR. CARNOVALE:  What so you have --  00:15 4

THE WITNESS:  Oh, like a -- yes.  00:15 5

That's -- excuse me.  Yes, we can do them on the side 00:15 6

which is -- you're looking at it at the side as 00:15 7

you're looking at it -- 00:15 8

MR. CARNOVALE:  We're looking at the 00:15 9

Grand Avenue side into the Broad Avenue side. 00:15 10

THE WITNESS:  Okay.  And we could 00:15 11

screen them there. 00:16 12

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  00:16 13

MR. CARNOVALE:  What's your side yard 00:16 14

there -- I'm sorry, on the Broad Avenue, let's call 00:16 15

it Broad Avenue side, the upper side as you're 00:16 16

looking -- 00:16 17

THE WITNESS:  It's 14 foot 3. 00:16 18

MR. CARNOVALE:  Oh, so you have plenty 00:16 19

of room there. 00:16 20

THE WITNESS:  Yes. 00:16 21

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Here's the -- 00:16 22

another issue that I'm toying with.  I haven't made a 00:16 23

decision yet, but I'm toying with it seriously.  00:16 24

You know, people come before us and 00:16 25
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they got small yards, and they come before the board 00:16 1

to -- you know, for variances for -- and it's usually 00:16 2

because the property is small.  You know, this 00:16 3

applicant, the applicant is -- has a large piece of 00:16 4

property, and I'm wondering -- and what you have as 00:16 5

the -- I guess the rear yard, which is 14 something, 00:16 6

14 feet, you're short there, correct?  00:16 7

THE WITNESS:  Yes.00:17 8

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  So you're 00:17 9

looking for a variance there?  00:17 10

THE WITNESS:  Yes.  I mean, we have the 00:17 11

planner here for the variances.  00:17 12

I mean I think it mitigates it a little 00:17 13

bit by the fact that the side yard of the property 00:17 14

that's on West Homestead which is going towards Broad 00:17 15

Avenue.  00:17 16

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.  00:17 17

But what's to stop reducing to the size 00:17 18

of the building by one?  And this way you would -- if 00:17 19

you -- if you reduce the size of the building by one, 00:17 20

right, so you would have three.  And let's just say 00:17 21

it's 27 feet.  Just throwing it out there.  And you 00:17 22

could divvy it up between the front and the back -- 00:17 23

the rear -- the front yard and the rear yard, the 00:17 24

rear yard then would be -- you wouldn't need a 00:17 25
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variance there, correct?  Because you'd be adding 13 00:17 1

feet to that.  00:17 2

So it would be -- 00:17 3

THE WITNESS:  No, it's -- 00:17 4

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  No, I'm not talking 00:17 5

about Grand Avenue, I'm talking about the other side 00:18 6

where there's 14 feet. 00:18 7

THE WITNESS:  You mean 12 inches off 00:18 8

each unit.  00:18 9

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  No, no, no.  If I 00:18 10

eliminated a unit -- 00:18 11

THE WITNESS:  Okay. 00:18 12

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  -- that's 27 feet.  00:18 13

If you divide it in half, 13-and-a-half, 00:18 14

13-and-a-half, right?  And you put 13 on one end and 00:18 15

13 on the other end, the rear end would then have 00:18 16

enough -- you wouldn't need that variance, correct?  00:18 17

THE WITNESS:  Yes, if we can do a 00:18 18

25-foot rear yard, then I guess it would be. 00:18 19

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  The only issue that 00:18 20

I have with it, and I'm not an engineer or -- is that 00:18 21

I know in the front you have a wall, and I don't know 00:18 22

if you could accommodate that.  00:18 23

If -- in other words, can you get 13 -- 00:18 24

if you can go 13 feet on one end, 13 feet on the 00:18 25
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other end, and not compromise -- see, I don't care 00:18 1

what unit you remove.  That's immaterial.  00:19 2

But if you did 13, if you took the 00:19 3

width of a unit, which is 13 -- which is 27, half of 00:19 4

that's 13.  00:19 5

Now, would you -- and it's not even 00:19 6

important to me that you put them, you know, 13 and 00:19 7

13.  You could put five on one end and the rest on 00:19 8

the other end.  00:19 9

Is that doable?  00:19 10

THE WITNESS:  I would have to consult 00:19 11

with the client if, you know, what their, you know, 00:19 12

their preference is. 00:19 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes, because the 00:19 14

issue is that it's a big piece of property, so you're 00:19 15

really allowed two units, if we get you three units 00:19 16

wouldn't you -- couldn't you divide whichever way you 00:19 17

want, a little in the front, a little in the back?00:19 18

THE WITNESS:  I mean, it's possible.  I 00:19 19

would have to get direction from the client on that, 00:20 20

the developer. 00:20 21

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Well, you're the 00:20 22

architect, so you would know if you could do it or 00:20 23

not do it, right?  00:20 24

THE WITNESS:  Right.  Yes.  I can do 00:20 25
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anything.  I can do it the opposite way, too.  00:20 1

But the board doesn't want to, you 00:20 2

know, see that.  00:20 3

I mean, it -- yes, it could -- you 00:20 4

know, theoretically it could be done, you know, but 00:20 5

I'd have to be directed by the client.  00:20 6

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  And Danny is 00:20 7

your client?  00:20 8

MR. LEE:  Possibly, yes.  00:20 9

We just haven't, like, thought about 00:20 10

that option to give you any educated answer.00:20 11

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay. 00:20 12

MR. LEE: -- to that at this point.  00:20 13

I think we can make it -- it's four.  00:20 14

We're almost there.  We're trying to fit in here and 00:20 15

there, tweak a few areas just to -- to make it more 00:20 16

appealing to the board.00:20 17

I think we're almost there.  00:20 18

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:20 19

MR. LEE:  So with the board's 00:20 20

indulgence, I would like to try to go for four. 00:20 21

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Well, I just think 00:20 22

that, Danny, you know, it's a big piece of property.  00:20 23

And I would be -- and I would be -- me personally, 00:20 24

speaking for myself, I would be okay with giving you 00:21 25
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three, because I figure three, it's 148 feet, you 00:21 1

know.  00:21 2

But because there's a wall in the front 00:21 3

and all the other stuff, I don't know, you know, it 00:21 4

just seems to be crowded.  The whole damn thing seems 00:21 5

to be so bunched in, you know -- 00:21 6

MR. LEE:  Well, yeah.  00:21 7

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  -- it's like you 00:21 8

could have did it, but, nah, you're going to throw 00:21 9

the other unit in.  I'm just throwing it out there. 00:21 10

MR. LEE:  Well, whether it's three or 00:21 11

four units, the only thing that changes is the -- I 00:21 12

guess, is the -- 00:21 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  The two yards.00:21 14

MR. LEE:  The yards.  Two side yards. 00:21 15

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  The two side yards. 00:21 16

MR. LEE:  The side yard variance.  But 00:21 17

other variances still kick in so... 00:21 18

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  00:21 19

MR. CARNOVALE:  Joe -- I'm sorry. 00:21 20

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Go ahead.  00:21 21

MR. CARNOVALE:  I'm sorry.  Do we have 00:21 22

Steve's report here?  Do you want to go over that?  00:21 23

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Well, Steve's going 00:21 24

to go over that. 00:21 25
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MR. CARNOVALE:  That's what I meant, 00:21 1

yeah.00:21 2

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Picking up on the 00:21 3

point, Bill, regarding this sidewalk, the existing 00:21 4

sidewalk is shown and the proposed sidewalk that's 00:21 5

shown is about 3 feet from the curb line.  00:22 6

You're talking about the concrete 00:22 7

driveway that's next door to the adjoining property. 00:22 8

THE WITNESS:  Yes.00:22 9

MR. COLLAZUOL:  If that property, which 00:22 10

is shown on your key map as lot Number 2, if that 00:22 11

property were to be developed and they put the 00:22 12

sidewalk in the correct place, they would be forced 00:22 13

to put a transition in if they connected this, which 00:22 14

you've done on the plan, to what they would be 00:22 15

required to do.  00:22 16

So what I'm thinking about, based on 00:22 17

what you explained, is whatever the side yard is 00:22 18

or -- excuse me -- whatever the rear yard is, 00:22 19

presently it's about 14 feet, whether it's 14 feet or 00:22 20

26 feet as the Chairman was suggesting, could that 00:22 21

area be used as the transition from the standard 00:22 22

sidewalk which is on the properties towards Broad 00:22 23

Avenue, which it looks like they're 5 feet, the grass 00:22 24

strip between the curb and the sidewalk, and the 00:22 25
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approximate 3 feet that you have, use that 14 or to 00:23 1

27 feet as a transition area -- 00:23 2

THE WITNESS:  Yes, we could.  I would 00:23 3

rather than --  00:23 4

MR. COLLAZUOL:  -- go from a 5-foot 00:23 5

grassed area to the 3-foot grassed area.00:23 6

THE WITNESS:  Now, would you want to 00:23 7

angle the sidewalk the 4 feet or would you rather 00:23 8

keep, like, a 5-foot walk all the way across to kind 00:23 9

of widen it or would you rather put it on an angle 00:23 10

next to the driveway --00:23 11

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Well, if the board -- 00:23 12

if the board were to approve this, it'd be subject to 00:23 13

Mayor & Council allowing you to have a license 00:23 14

agreement, we're presuming, for the driveway.  00:23 15

I think that the plan would incorporate 00:23 16

what you're suggesting as this sidewalk location, and 00:23 17

the transition should be shown there, and a simple 00:23 18

transition would be fine, but I think it should be on 00:23 19

this property -- this property frontage, not on the 00:23 20

-- subject to the adjoining property that gets 00:23 21

developed.00:23 22

THE WITNESS:  As it's laid out right 00:23 23

now we have basically 25 feet from the -- where our 00:23 24

property line starts and where that drop curb starts, 00:23 25
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so basically from that point we could transition it 00:23 1

from where the front walk comes out there to that -- 00:23 2

it should be more than enough to do a 3-foot angle of 00:23 3

a sidewalk. 00:24 4

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Okay.  So, just as a 00:24 5

suggestion, I think that makes sense.00:24 6

Then turning to the report that we had 00:24 7

from last time, there was discussion about the 00:24 8

disposition of the adjoining properties, steps and 00:24 9

wall. 00:24 10

THE WITNESS:  The one on Grand Avenue.  00:24 11

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Yes.  On the property 00:24 12

on Lot 43.  00:24 13

THE WITNESS:  We're showing to keep 00:24 14

that.  00:24 15

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Pardon me?  00:24 16

THE WITNESS:  We're going to basically 00:24 17

keep that.  00:24 18

There's a little bit of a -- what's 00:24 19

that called -- an encroachment on our property, but 00:24 20

we're not going to touch that staircase.00:24 21

MR. COLLAZUOL:  So that staircase and 22

that wall is going to remain, so you'll note that on 23

the plan?  24

THE WITNESS:  Yes.25
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MR. COLLAZUOL:  Okay.  And then the 1

wall along the front, you didn't address what's going 00:24 2

to take place with that wall.  00:24 3

THE WITNESS:  Right now I'm showing 00:25 4

that area graphically showing the staircase getting 00:25 5

removed and that area filled in.  I'm not sure what 00:25 6

the condition of that wall was, if that's something 00:25 7

we can either update with a new wall or...  00:25 8

MR. COLLAZUOL:  I would suggest that be 00:25 9

a condition of the approval.  00:25 10

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  What is it now?  00:25 11

MR. COLLAZUOL:  The wall that's along 00:25 12

the property frontage on Grand Avenue. 00:25 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  00:25 14

MR. COLLAZUOL:  All we know at this 00:25 15

point that's shown on the plan that the steps are 00:25 16

going to be removed. 00:25 17

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right. 00:25 18

MR. COLLAZUOL:  But we don't know the 00:25 19

height of the wall, the condition of the wall if it's 00:25 20

going to be replaced.  00:25 21

I believe at the last hearing you said 00:25 22

-- we asked you and you said you would replace that 00:25 23

wall --  00:25 24

THE WITNESS:  Okay. 00:25 25
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MR. COLLAZUOL: -- if I'm not mistaken. 00:25 1

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:25 2

MR. COLLAZUOL:  So that should be on 00:25 3

the plan as a condition of approval.  00:25 4

THE WITNESS:  So we'll take the tree 00:25 5

out and replace the wall.  00:25 6

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  So you're going to 00:25 7

replace the whole -- so you're going to replace the 00:25 8

wall?  00:25 9

MR. LEE:  We're going to replace the 00:25 10

wall on the Grand Avenue side and we'll get rid of 00:25 11

the tree. 00:25 12

THE WITNESS:  Actually we'll cut it 00:25 13

back to where that existing staircase is and then 00:25 14

start from there forward. 00:25 15

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  All right.  00:25 16

Are you guys agreeable?  00:25 17

THE WITNESS:  Yes, sir.  00:25 18

MR. COLLAZUOL:  The staircase on the 00:26 19

adjoining property.00:26 20

THE WITNESS:  Yes.  We'll keep that 00:26 21

sidewalk, the staircase from that point on.  00:26 22

MR. COLLAZUOL:  On page 3 we talked 00:26 23

about the landscape review at the last hearing.00:26 24

Since the number of trees is getting 00:26 25
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removed, it would seem appropriate that you would 00:26 1

plant trees in the Grand Avenue frontage, in that 00:26 2

landscaped area.  00:26 3

And, of course, you have a proposed 00:26 4

drainage system shown there, so if this board were to 00:26 5

approve this can you enhance that -- a landscape 00:26 6

plan, submit that for review, and also show that the 00:26 7

48-inch tree would be removed, and also additional 00:26 8

plantings within the sight triangle but none that 00:26 9

would object -- obstruct the sight-triangle distance. 00:26 10

THE WITNESS:  Yes. 00:26 11

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Bill, turning to the 00:26 12

details, Item No. 8 which is regarding the ADA corner 00:26 13

ramp.  It appears that the second look that we took 00:27 14

at it, that ADA ramp is not compliant.00:27 15

THE WITNESS:  That's an older one.  00:27 16

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Yes.  It looks like it 00:27 17

was done without conforming, so would you either 00:27 18

acknowledge that and place a note on the drawing that 00:27 19

it shall be replaced and be compliant?  00:27 20

And you discussed the sewer, so I won't 00:27 21

go over that, but I think the plan should be clear as 00:27 22

to the limits of the area that would be of the 00:27 23

license agreement.  It should be dimensioned.  00:27 24

In other words, you have this dimension 00:27 25
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from the right-of-way line to the curb -- I'm sorry, 00:27 1

right-of-way line to the sidewalk, so you should 00:27 2

delineate that as that area to be within that, if it 00:27 3

is called a license agreement, designate it on your 00:27 4

plan. 00:28 5

THE WITNESS:  So that would be like on 00:28 6

a sketch like this?  00:28 7

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Well, I think it should 00:28 8

be pretty clear on the plan so that if the Mayor and 00:28 9

Council does get an approval to look at it, it would 00:28 10

be a nice simple drawing for them to see.  00:28 11

I have nothing further at this time.  00:28 12

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  I just have a 00:28 13

couple of additional comments.  00:28 14

Number one, I believe on the Rocciola's 00:28 15

report he talks about -- on the di minimus -- I can't 00:28 16

say it -- exception. 00:28 17

THE WITNESS:  Di minimus.00:28 18

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes, but he had 00:28 19

said to me that because you have changed dimensions 00:28 20

of the driveway that you no longer need that; is that 00:28 21

your -- or is my very good friend going to take care 00:28 22

of that.  00:29 23

THE WITNESS:  As far as I know, yes, 00:29 24

but Harry's here to say yes. 00:29 25
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MR. TUVEL:  Mr. Rocciola had indicated 00:29 1

that we had corrected the -- the depth of the 00:29 2

driveway --  00:29 3

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.  Right.00:29 4

MR. TUVEL: -- that's no longer an 00:29 5

issue. 00:29 6

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  That's no longer an 00:29 7

issue.  00:29 8

MR. TUVEL:  Right.  00:29 9

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.00:29 10

Now, the other thing is, and one of the 00:29 11

residents in the area --  it's one of the reasons why 00:29 12

I'm talking about cutting a unit, is the parking 00:29 13

situation.  00:29 14

As you all know, parking in Palisades 00:29 15

Park is very scarce, and if we took a unit off that 00:29 16

would increase the parking along Homestead.  Now, 00:29 17

you'd probably get one or two more spots, depending 00:29 18

on the front or the back. 00:29 19

MR. LEE:  Well, they'll probably free 00:29 20

up the one parking space probably. 00:29 21

THE WITNESS:  Yes, because we remove 00:29 22

one dropped curb approximately, say, 18 feet, so it's 00:29 23

about one space. 00:29 24

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  One space. 00:30 25
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MR. LEE:  We're talking about one space 00:30 1

and if Harry will probably -- will testify will tell 00:30 2

you that there's -- you go there in the daytime, you 00:30 3

see open parking spaces. 00:30 4

MS. LAMBRINIDES:  Please, don't tell 00:30 5

people there's parking in Palisades Park.  That's 00:30 6

insulting.  00:30 7

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Well, you should go 00:30 8

-- you should go there at nighttime.00:30 9

MS. LAMBRINIDES:  We all live here.00:30 10

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  And they're right 00:30 11

to the corner. 00:30 12

MR. LEE:  So we're talking about one 00:30 13

parking space.  00:30 14

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.  But if you 00:30 15

eliminated -- I didn't say I'm doing it yet, I'm 00:30 16

saying, but if you eliminated it, you would eliminate 00:30 17

the rear yard because now you would have a full rear 00:30 18

yard, correct?  Because instead of 14 feet you would 00:30 19

add whatever to it, you know, either 13 feet or -- 00:30 20

correct?  00:30 21

THE WITNESS:  Yes.  Well, to make it 00:30 22

comply it would be 10 feet 9 inches.  00:30 23

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  You would need, 00:30 24

right.  00:30 25
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But my real problem with this is the 00:30 1

front with the wall and tying in everything together.  00:31 2

Because if you eliminate a unit, pick a unit, I don't 00:31 3

care what unit you take out, right, are you going to 00:31 4

be able to tie in the front of the building with the 00:31 5

wall and -- 00:31 6

THE WITNESS:  Okay.  I will -- 00:31 7

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Keeping the 00:31 8

building the same size now.00:31 9

I'm not looking to make the building 00:31 10

bigger, I'm talking -- 00:31 11

THE WITNESS:  Well, yes, I mean, we try 00:31 12

to keep it -- you see right we have the setback I 00:31 13

think at 20 feet, I'd like to keep that there because 00:31 14

that lines up with the building next door and it also 00:31 15

gives 24 feet to the corner which -- you know, which 00:31 16

is nice and open.00:31 17

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:31 18

THE WITNESS:  So I don't want to do 00:31 19

anything on that. 00:31 20

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  That's why I'm 00:31 21

saying that.  Yes. 00:31 22

THE WITNESS:  Let me -- you now, if we 00:31 23

-- if we're able to keep the four, and I know you can 00:31 24

get another -- there's room on the cheek wall, it's a 00:31 25
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17-foot garage door where I can get almost, like, 8 00:32 1

inches off each one of them, it will be 2 feet.  But, 00:32 2

you know, I think you're going a different way, with 00:32 3

how you want to -- you know, how you want this thing 00:32 4

to go.  00:32 5

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  So you could reduce 00:32 6

it. 00:32 7

THE WITNESS:  I mean, I -- there's a 00:32 8

way I could reduce what I proposed, you know, the 00:32 9

four that's proposed, I'm going to have the garage 00:32 10

door, I have a 17-foot garage door so you could 00:32 11

accommodate two cars comfortably. 00:32 12

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes, that's what 00:32 13

we're looking to do.  Yes.  00:32 14

MR. CARNOVALE:  Mr. Chairman?  00:32 15

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.  00:32 16

MR. CARNOVALE:  You keep talking about 00:32 17

it's a big piece of property, but what's the width of 00:32 18

the property?  00:32 19

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  What?  00:32 20

MR. CARNOVALE:  What's the width of the 00:32 21

property?  It's not 50 by 100. 00:32 22

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  No, it's not 50 by 00:32 23

100.  00:32 24

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right.  So it's 00:32 25
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fruitless to be saying, yes, it's a long property, 00:32 1

but it's also narrow.  00:32 2

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:32 3

MR. CARNOVALE:  And I really think that 00:32 4

four units is a little overkill on this piece of 00:32 5

property. 00:32 6

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  You think it's 00:32 7

overkill?  00:32 8

MR. CARNOVALE:  I -- I honestly do.  00:32 9

And I think you have a good idea that should the 00:32 10

board decide if they took one unit off, you could 00:32 11

probably split those dimensions a little bit on the 00:33 12

Grand side, a little bit on the Broad Avenue side, 00:33 13

and maybe not make it look as monstrous as four units 00:33 14

would look because the property is now -- and there's 00:33 15

nothing that they could really do with the 5-foot 00:33 16

side yard which is, it's okay for a corner duplex, 00:33 17

but we're talking four units here. 00:33 18

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  Well -- 00:33 19

MR. CARNOVALE:  Now, that's just my 00:33 20

thought.  00:33 21

I don't know what the board, you 00:33 22

know -- 00:33 23

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yeah.  Any other 00:33 24

board members have any comments?  00:33 25
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No comments that you have to bring?  00:33 1

No.  00:33 2

(No response.) 00:33 3

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  You want to 00:33 4

put your next witness in?  00:33 5

MR. LEE:  Yes, sir.  00:33 6

MR. TUVEL:  So I'm previously sworn in, 00:33 7

as well as the architect. 00:33 8

MS. TESTA:  You testified at the 00:33 9

last -- 00:33 10

MR. TUVEL:  I testified -- I presented 00:33 11

the bulk of my planning testimony at the last meet00:33 12

ing. 00:33 13

MS. TESTA:  Right.  Yes.  Okay.00:33 14

H A R R Y   T U V E L,      00:33 15

    Having been previously sworn, continues to    00:33 16

    testify as follows: 00:33 17

MR. TUVEL:  I would only -- I'd like to 00:33 18

keep this brief this evening and just talk about the 00:34 19

fact that with the -- the diminished height 00:34 20

variance --  00:34 21

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON: Right.00:34 22

MR. TUVEL:  -- the (d)(6) variance.  I 00:34 23

mean, we technically need the (d)(6) height variance, 00:34 24

but I would submit that we are -- certainly we comply 00:34 25
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at one with the duplex height --  00:34 1

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:34 2

MR. TUVEL: -- which is 28 feet, and 00:34 3

then we're just -- and we're within 10 percent of the 00:34 4

-- of it, so technically because this is not a 00:34 5

duplex, we do -- we do need the (d)(6) height 00:34 6

variance, but I think the fact that it's been 00:34 7

diminished from the previous plan, it justifies the 00:34 8

granting of the -- and the way the building is 00:34 9

stepped down going from west to east and east to west 00:34 10

justifies the granting of the (d)(6) variance.  00:34 11

Now, I just want to add in terms of the 00:34 12

parking situation.00:34 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.14

MR. TUVEL:  I was there on a couple of 15

occasions.16

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.17

MR. TUVEL:  And on one occasion I 18

actually saw no cars parked in front of -- in front 00:35 19

this building.  00:35 20

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay. 00:35 21

MR. TUVEL:  And on the other occasion 00:35 22

there were about three cars.  00:35 23

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:35 24

MR. TUVEL:  Three cars parked.  00:35 25
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So I'm sure that situation varies 00:35 1

depending upon who's there.  00:35 2

I would also submit to you that for 00:35 3

most of the properties on West Homestead, they have 00:35 4

their own on-site parking --  00:35 5

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:35 6

MR. TUVEL: -- especially newer, the 00:35 7

newer duplexes and even -- and even the older 00:35 8

existing multifamily building on West Homestead, 00:35 9

which is about halfway up the block, has its own 00:35 10

parking.  00:35 11

So I don't think, from a planning 00:35 12

consideration, that parking is a huge or substantial 00:35 13

-- substantial issue.  00:35 14

So, you know, with the record of my 00:35 15

previous testimony, I think the fact that this 00:35 16

fronts -- even though it's a corner lot and we have 00:35 17

to observe two front yards, you know, you talk about 00:35 18

that Broad Avenue side, as you put it, as having -- 00:36 19

as being a rear yard, and, technically, you could say 00:36 20

it's a rear yard, but it's really -- it's really a 00:36 21

side yard because those houses front -- the units 00:36 22

front on West Homestead.  00:36 23

But we have to abide by both because 00:36 24

there's two front yards because it's -- it's a 00:36 25
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corner, it's a corner lot.  00:36 1

So I don't think that, you know, the 00:36 2

massing of -- because of the long narrow shape of 00:36 3

this property, I think the way it's been designed, 00:36 4

and it takes -- also it takes the buildings -- the 00:36 5

frontage off of Grand Avenue, which I think is a very 00:36 6

desirable aspect of this from a planning perspective.  00:36 7

So unless there's any questions from 00:36 8

you or your professionals, I would conclude my 00:36 9

testimony. 00:36 10

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Well, we're going 00:36 11

to kick it to the board members first.  00:36 12

MR. TUVEL:  Okay.00:36 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Any board members 00:36 14

have any questions for Mr. Tuvel?  00:36 15

MR. CARNOVALE:  Just comments.00:36 16

Sir, I don't mean to disrespect you, 00:36 17

but, yes, you said the duplex height is 28 feet, but 00:36 18

most duplexes are 50 by 100.  00:37 19

So I don't have a problem myself with 00:37 20

the height, but a regular duplex are 38-foot wide, 00:37 21

half of that is what?  19 feet?  00:37 22

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:37 23

MR. CARNOVALE:  Your units are already 00:37 24

27.  And I would imagine, being that I'm not an 00:37 25
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architect, that if you made them any skinnier you'd 00:37 1

have a problem, you can't run front steps out from 00:37 2

that property here.  00:37 3

So I don't have a problem with the 00:37 4

height variance.  I still think four units are -- the 00:37 5

property is very narrow, and being a board member we 00:37 6

have to kind of abide by the fact that it's a corner 00:37 7

lot and it should be for a duplex and even as a 00:37 8

duplex, the property is small.  00:37 9

So the left side, Broad Avenue side 00:37 10

property is technically a rear yard and the Grand is 00:37 11

a front yard, even though it's strange, but that's 00:38 12

the way they set up the ordinance, I guess, so those 00:38 13

were my only comments about it, you know. 00:38 14

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.  00:38 15

See, my only -- you know, I just think 00:38 16

that there's a lot -- four units is a lot for this 00:38 17

one lot.  00:38 18

And if we can eliminate one of the 00:38 19

units and give -- even if it's one parking spot or 00:38 20

two, whatever it is, I think that's the way we should 00:38 21

go.  00:38 22

I mean, it's -- you know, like I said 00:38 23

before that, you know, people come in here with small 00:38 24

lots, we give them variances, you know, because they 00:38 25
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can't build anything on it.  00:38 1

In this case that's not the case here.  00:38 2

In this case you have an oversized lot and you want 00:38 3

to put a fourth unit on it that isn't -- that isn't 00:38 4

needed.  You've got -- you'd have a variance, you 00:39 5

need a variance for the rear yard.  00:39 6

If you dropped it down to three you 00:39 7

wouldn't need that variance.   00:39 8

MR. TUVEL:  That's true.  00:39 9

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  And you pick up, 00:39 10

you know, another parking lot -- another space or 00:39 11

two, depending on which way you go.  00:39 12

The question for me is what unit, you 00:39 13

know, if you're going to -- it makes no difference to 00:39 14

me what unit you eliminate.  You can eliminate Unit C 00:39 15

and slide D over or whatever you want to do, and I 00:39 16

don't care particularly where you pick up the -- 00:39 17

where you're going to put the 27 feet, if your 00:39 18

27 feet's going to be on -- closer to Grand Avenue or 00:39 19

closer up to Broad Avenue.  I'll leave that up to you 00:39 20

guys.  I don't -- you know, you're still going to 00:39 21

have three units, same size.  You're not going to 00:39 22

extend, you're not going to make it bigger, but at 00:40 23

least -- yeah.  Go ahead.  00:40 24

MR. COCOROS:  I'm looking at this.  If 00:40 25
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I go, let's say 21 foot 1 in the back, go to three 00:40 1

units -- 00:40 2

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right. 00:40 3

MR. COCOROS: -- and then it's -- it's 00:40 4

less units, but it's still less -- a smaller 00:40 5

footprint less units, but I would give a little bit 00:40 6

more room so we have a little more comfort in those 00:40 7

garage and driveways and those rooms, you're still 00:40 8

reducing the scope as far as footprint.  00:40 9

As far as units go, let's say I go with 00:40 10

a -- try to keep 30 -- let's say try to keep two 00:40 11

parking spaces along that side, along that portion 00:40 12

of -- 00:40 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.  00:40 14

MR. COCOROS: -- I want to try to keep 00:40 15

it as close to the corner as possible because I don't 00:40 16

think there's parking allowed that close to that 00:40 17

corner.00:40 18

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:40 19

MR. COCOROS:  So if anything, I would 00:40 20

just take out this one here (indicating) but maybe go 00:40 21

to 25 foot 5 or something like that setback, where we 00:40 22

have 25 foot 1 which, in that case not -- not a 00:40 23

variance anymore, so we eliminate another variance, 00:40 24

you know, we eliminate a variance from the project.  00:40 25
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In addition, we -- we -- we're 00:40 1

basically getting this look here (indicating), except 00:40 2

each one will be stretched out a little bit more so 00:40 3

you have a little more room in the garages and the 00:41 4

entryway, so it would come out to a footprint of 00:41 5

approximately -- the depth on that portion of 00:41 6

approximately 99 feet or so, or 98 feet 8 inches 00:41 7

along there (indicating), but just broken up into 00:41 8

three sections of approximately 33 feet or so. 00:41 9

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  So how many -- how 00:41 10

many -- the width of the building, the three units, 00:41 11

how long would that -- how big is that width going to 00:41 12

be now? 00:41 13

If we eliminated the -- we don't want 00:41 14

to increase the side -- you know, I don't want to say 00:41 15

eliminate one and then you're going to have -- 00:41 16

MR. TUVEL:  I think they're saying 00:41 17

eliminate one and maybe have it slightly wider; is 00:41 18

that what you're saying? 00:41 19

MR. LEE:  How wide?  00:41 20

MS. LAMBRINIDES:  Slightly. 00:41 21

MR. COCOROS:  Well, it's going to be --  00:41 22

MR. CARNOVALE:  How wide did you want 00:41 23

to make the garage?  That's the question. 00:41 24

MR. COCOROS:  No.  The garage, I'll 00:41 25
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still -- I'll still keep 17 feet, but I'll have a 00:41 1

little more room around it so when you're pulling 00:41 2

into it, you could actually park two cars inside of 00:41 3

it.  00:41 4

So, you know, I'm thinking if I could 00:41 5

get, like, the -- the units at least, you know, 31, 00:42 6

let's say 31-feet wide, I can get a little more, 00:42 7

where the entries are, I still can get --00:42 8

MR. CARNOVALE:  So that's 4-foot wider 00:42 9

on each unit?  Four times -- 00:42 10

MR. COCOROS:  It's 3 and 3, I think 3 00:42 11

foot 8 or something like that, I think it was.00:42 12

MR. CARNOVALE:  Let's say right around 00:42 13

4 feet. 00:42 14

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  So -- so instead of 00:42 15

reducing it 27 feet, you're going to -- you want to 00:42 16

reduce it -- 00:42 17

MR. CARNOVALE:  Well, take 12 off of 00:42 18

that then if he said four -- 00:42 19

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Well, no, there'd 00:42 20

be three units, right? 00:42 21

MR. COCOROS:  Yes, right.  00:42 22

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes, let's be sure 00:42 23

before we talk. 00:42 24

MR. COCOROS:  Yes.  00:42 25
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MR. CARNOVALE:  Joe, we have to open to 00:42 1

the public on the witness.  00:42 2

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes, we're going to 00:42 3

have to -- because he came late, he's going -- I'm 00:42 4

going to open it up.  00:42 5

MR. CARNOVALE:  Let me just see here... 00:42 6

(Whereupon, off-the-record discussion 00:42 7

       is held.) 00:42 8

MR. COCOROS:  Yes, I wanted to say, if 00:42 9

we build each one is 30 feet...  00:43 10

MR. TUVEL:  The overall building would 00:43 11

be, I think, I estimate between 11 and 12 feet 00:43 12

narrower.  00:43 13

Do you agree with that? 00:43 14

MR. COCOROS:  Yes.  00:43 15

MR. KAUKER:  I think that what the 00:43 16

board was talking about, if I -- if I understood them 00:43 17

correctly, was -- and a lot of times when we take a 00:43 18

look at, you know, these types of variances we're 00:43 19

looking at the overall size of the building.  00:43 20

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:43 21

MR. KAUKER:  The building as proposed 00:43 22

now is 109 feet 4 inches.  Especially when we're 00:43 23

looking at the negative criteria, and we're looking 00:43 24

at potential impacts on the adjoining property --  00:43 25
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CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:43 1

MR. KAUKER:  And I've said this before, 00:43 2

what you want to do is look at the massing of the 00:43 3

building.   00:43 4

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:43 5

MR. KAUKER:  So by reducing the overall 00:43 6

length of the building, as you pointed out, obviously 00:43 7

you reduce that impact on the neighboring property, 00:43 8

which is also somewhat exacerbated by the fact that 00:43 9

they're requesting a height variance.  00:43 10

So I think reducing the -- eliminating 00:43 11

a unit, reducing the length of the building, you 00:44 12

know, not only does it eliminate the rear yard 00:44 13

setback, but you come closer to complying with the 00:44 14

number of units.  As you correctly pointed out, 00:44 15

they're proposing four units where only two are 00:44 16

permitted.  So you go from four to three units so 00:44 17

you'd be more in compliance, or you'd be closer in 00:44 18

complying with the number of units.  00:44 19

And then again, you reduce the mass of 00:44 20

the building and also the visual impact.  00:44 21

So I think if they comply with the rear 00:44 22

yard requirement I think, you know, that would be 00:44 23

something that would be important in terms of the 00:44 24

parking and trying to, you know -- 00:44 25
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CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.  Because 00:44 1

parking is a consideration. 00:44 2

MR. KAUKER:  Right.  If there's not 00:44 3

adequate width to provide two parking spaces in 00:44 4

there, I mean then that's another story.  00:44 5

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  So you would say 00:44 6

then that you -- if you were sitting on the board, 00:44 7

which I know you're not, but if you were sitting on 00:44 8

the board you would be okay with them making the 00:44 9

building -- enlarging the building by 3 feet or 4 00:44 10

feet per unit? 00:45 11

MR. KAUKER:  Yes.  Maybe a couple feet 00:45 12

to provide additional room for the parking --  00:45 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yeah.00:45 14

MR. KAUKER:  -- you know, in the garage 00:45 15

area.  I think that's what Mr. Cocoros was talking 00:45 16

about.00:45 17

MR. CARNOVALE:  So we would -- we would 00:45 18

end up with a positive of 15 feet.  That's 27 minus 00:45 19

12. 00:45 20

MR. KAUKER:  Well, if they're talking 3 00:45 21

feet to each building that would be 9 feet, so you 00:45 22

would --00:45 23

MR. CARNOVALE:  He's talking more 4, 00:45 24

I'm sorry.  00:45 25
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MR. KAUKER:  He's talking 4?  00:45 1

MR. CARNOVALE:  Yes, 4 foot.  So 27 00:45 2

minus the, four, four, that's 12 -- so 27 minus 12, 00:45 3

that's 15 feet.  00:45 4

You think if we -- if the board 00:45 5

approves we could stick to 15 feet on the Broad 00:45 6

Avenue side and instead of having 14 -- 00:45 7

MR. COCOROS:  I think if we're going to 00:45 8

do that, I would rather add -- go closer to 30 foot 00:45 9

rear yards, because what's going to wind up happening 00:45 10

is if I have, let's say, 31 feet or so, it's a 9-foot 00:45 11

platform.  00:45 12

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right. 00:45 13

MR. COCOROS:  So then I could save two 00:45 14

parking spaces -- 00:45 15

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right. 00:45 16

MR. COCOROS: -- between the driveway 00:45 17

that's next to us and there. 00:45 18

MR. CARNOVALE:  Yes. 00:45 19

MR. COCOROS:  So if I can keep the 00:45 20

setback in front there, if we take, let's say 15 feet 00:45 21

off the building, it's actually -- I need 31 plus 9, 00:46 22

so I need about -- it's about 16-and-a-half or 16 00:46 23

foot 9 where I can get those two spaces --  00:46 24

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right. 00:46 25
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MR. COCOROS: -- you know, so -- and 00:46 1

plus, you know, clearance and stuff like that and 00:46 2

utility poles, you could get two spaces between where 00:46 3

we start and -- 00:46 4

MR. CARNOVALE:  So your next -- so I 00:46 5

was saying that 15 feet would be added to the Broad 00:46 6

Avenue side backyard. 00:46 7

MR. COCOROS:  Oh, yes.  I'm sorry, I 00:46 8

keep -- I'm mixing up Broad Avenue.  But, yes, 00:46 9

exactly.  00:46 10

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right.  So then street 00:46 11

parking between your left side neighbor and your new 00:46 12

project you would have two spots there. 00:46 13

MR. COCOROS:  Correct.  00:46 14

MR. CARNOVALE:  Where right now you 00:46 15

only have 14-foot --  00:46 16

MR. COCOROS:  No.  We have -- right now 00:46 17

we have between the driveway we have 25 plus 3, so it 00:46 18

would be 15, 16 feet, the building that we have, it's 00:46 19

-- the platform's 9 feet, so you have, let's say, 31 00:46 20

and 9, that's -- that's 40 feet, so you could fit two 21

cars.  22

MR. CARNOVALE:  So that's two spots 23

right there.  24

MR. COCOROS:  Correct. 25
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CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  00:47 1

MR. CARNOVALE:  That sounds good to me, 00:47 2

Mr. Chairman, but I don't know --3

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yeah.  4

No, well, you know, but first we're 5

going to open up to the public because -- I think you 6

were here last month, no.7

MR. ZAPATA:  Yes.8

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  You want to 9

make a comment on this?  00:47 10

But the board is -- just so -- you came 00:47 11

late, so just to point it out, the board is thinking 00:47 12

about reducing the size of the unit, eliminating a 00:47 13

unit, so there wouldn't be four units, there would be 00:47 14

three units, which would give them a little more 00:47 15

space.  00:47 16

Now, it might not be, in your 00:47 17

estimation, you know, enough, but -- 00:47 18

MR. ZAPATA:  It's not enough.00:47 19

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON: -- it's certainly 00:47 20

better than what it -- 00:47 21

MR. ZAPATA:  Yes, because we're going 00:47 22

to lose parking space.  We used to park five cars in 00:47 23

there. 00:47 24

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Could you give me 00:47 25
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your name and address?  00:47 1

MR. ZAPATA:  Yeah, my name is German 00:47 2

Zapata.  And I live 139 Grand Avenue. 00:47 3

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Okay.  00:47 4

MR. ZAPATA:  And for us, for the people 00:47 5

that we can no park on Broad and Grand Avenue.  00:47 6

Those parking, if we lose those kind of 00:48 7

parking space, I mean, we have to go over in and -- 00:48 8

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.00:48 9

MR. ZAPATA: -- and we used to park five 00:48 10

cars in -- in -- in that space. 00:48 11

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.  00:48 12

MR. ZAPATA:  And we're going to lose -- 00:48 13

now if they increase -- if they reduce one unit --  00:48 14

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.00:48 15

MR. ZAPATA:  -- but increase the size 00:48 16

of the units going to be the same.  We are going -- 00:48 17

we are not going to have the -- the parking. 00:48 18

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.  Okay.  00:48 19

Any board members, comments?  00:48 20

(No response.) 00:48 21

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  You want to sum up, 00:48 22

Danny.  00:48 23

How about, Steve, do you have anything 00:48 24

more about -- 00:48 25
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MR. COLLAZUOL:  The final comment, Mr. 00:48 1

Chairman, is that -- just give me a moment.  00:48 2

Again, should the board act favorably 00:48 3

on this, whether it's three units or four units, it'd 00:49 4

be subject to the applicant getting some type of 00:49 5

document from the Mayor and Council approving -- 00:49 6

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Oh, yes.00:49 7

MR. COLLAZUOL: -- the driveway. 00:49 8

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Oh, yes.  We're 00:49 9

definitely doing that. 10

MS. TESTA:  Right, it would be 11

contingent on that.12

MR. COLLAZUOL:  Right.13

MS. TESTA:  If they didn't get the 14

licensed agreement they'd have to come back -- 00:49 15

MR. COLLAZUOL:  They have to come back.00:49 16

MS. TESTA:  -- right, with new plans. 00:49 17

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Danny?  00:49 18

MR. LEE:  Yes, sir.  00:49 19

So we'll revise our application, so 00:49 20

instead of a four-unit construction we'll revise it 00:49 21

to three-unit construction.  00:49 22

And on the -- on the West Homestead 00:49 23

side, on the Broad Avenue side, instead of 14 feet 00:49 24

showing, we'll make it 30 feet.  00:49 25
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MR. CARNOVALE:  Excuse me, sir, what 00:49 1

was it?  00:49 2

MR. COCOROS:  It's 31 to the building 00:49 3

is not compliant -- what we could do, though, it's a 00:49 4

matter of the curb cuts.  I told him, we have to 00:49 5

maintain 40 feet clear from the curb cut, so I mean, 00:49 6

it's up to the board member.  It can be 30 feet; but, 00:49 7

however, we will stipulate that we will maintain, you 00:49 8

know, 40 feet minimum between the two flares of the 00:49 9

existing driveway.  00:50 10

MR. CARNOVALE:  Well, I'm only one 00:50 11

board member, but that would be great if you could 00:50 12

keeps us -- the town two spots. 00:50 13

MR. COCOROS:  Between where the -- 00:50 14

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right.00:50 15

MR. COCOROS: -- where the actual flares 00:50 16

are. 00:50 17

MR. CARNOVALE:  The flare. 00:50 18

MR. COCOROS:  With a dropped curb it's 00:50 19

a little bit more. 00:50 20

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.  00:50 21

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right.  So as one 00:50 22

member, I would be happy with that, so... 00:50 23

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  All right.  00:50 24

So you want to -- so I'll make a motion 00:50 25
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to reduce the application from four units to three 00:50 1

units.  00:50 2

You have to go and get a licensing -- a 00:50 3

licensing agreement from the town.  00:50 4

The air conditioning units, the 00:50 5

compressors, are going to be on the side of the 00:50 6

building, not in the back of the building.  00:50 7

You're going to remove the 48-inch tree 00:50 8

that's on the sight triangle, right?  00:50 9

You're going to -- you're going to 00:50 10

leave the walk -- the wall up in front, correct? 00:51 11

MR. CARNOVALE:  That needs to be 00:51 12

rebuilt.00:51 13

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  What?  Replaced.  00:51 14

No, you're going to replace it.  I'm 00:51 15

sorry. 00:51 16

The sewerage, you're going to cut only 00:51 17

one cut into the sewer line, right? 00:51 18

MR. COCOROS:  Yes.  Connections. 00:51 19

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  The -- 00:51 20

MR. TUVEL:  They'll manifold the front 00:51 21

and then have one connection, right, Steve?  Isn't 00:51 22

that what you --00:51 23

MR. COLLAZUOL:  We said one -- we said 00:51 24

two could work, two, but that's when it was four 00:51 25
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units, so three it would probably make sense to have 00:51 1

one -- 00:51 2

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.00:51 3

MR. COLLAZUOL: -- one main line 00:51 4

bringing out to the lateral now. 00:51 5

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Yes.00:51 6

I'm still reading.  Oh, there was a 00:51 7

comment from Terranova at the last meeting, he was 00:51 8

concerned about the nine trees coming down, so I'll 00:51 9

make in my motion that you plant five trees.  You 00:51 10

could put them on the sides, you know, you could sit 00:51 11

them on the two side yards.  If you get them in the 00:51 12

front, you know, that'd be okay, you know, wherever 00:51 13

you can get five trees.  00:51 14

I'm not trying 00:52 24

to be disrespectful, but if they make the units 00:52 25

MS. TESTA:  It's up to the board, but 00:52 3

we can put in the resolution the width of the units.00:52 4

MR. CARNOVALE:  Could be -- 00:52 5

I don't want to be disrespectful, but on a legal 9

point of view, I'd be happy --  10

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  We are going to put 11

it in the resolution.

MR. TUVEL:  Why don't you make it 13

subject to your board engineer and board planner's --14

MS. TESTA:  Right, which is -- 15

MR. TUVEL: -- review?  16

MR. CARNOVALE:  Right.17

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  Right.  That's what 18

we're doing.  Let's make it subject to those, right? 19

MR. CARNOVALE:  I'll second the motion, 20

Joe.21

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  All right.00:53 22

MS. TESTA:  What would be the new width 23

of the building? 24

MR. COCOROS:  Well, we're going to have 25
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a 30 -- it's 30 foot 1 now.   1

(Brief pause.) 2

MR. COCOROS:  It's 93.5 at the rear.  00:54 3

At the front it's going to be 95 feet 5 00:54 4

inches because we have a little drop in the front 00:54 5

corner to try and break up that front elevation along 00:54 6

Grand Avenue. 00:54 7

MR. CARNOVALE:  What's our net gain?  00:55 8

Is it 15 feet or --  00:55 9

MR. COCOROS:  Yes.  15 foot 10 inches 00:55 10

of the backyard.  00:55 11

So we're actually exceeding what a rear 00:55 12

yard would be if this were 25 feet. 00:55 13

MR. CARNOVALE:  I think that's very 00:55 14

good.

COCOROS:  Each unit is going to get 00:55 4

bigger; however, it's less units than the footprint 00:55 5

that was proposed is smaller by 15 foot 10 inches. 00:55 6

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MR. COCOROS:  One quickly. 00:56 1

and it's a duplex, in a typical duplex you are 4

allowed a rear deck.  Can I add a deck just to that 5

one back unit?6

COCOROS:  Yeah, whatever a typical 9

duplex would be.  00:56 10

MR. CARNOVALE:  I think it's 10-by-12, 11

MR. KIM:  10-by-12? 15

MR. COCOROS:  You have a 5-foot 16

setback.   00:56 17

MR. CARNOVALE:  Wait a minute. 00:56 18

MR. COCOROS:  No, the back yard. 19

MR. KIM:  The back yard. 20

MR. COCOROS:  That's the rear yard. 21

MR. COLLAZUOL:  The rear yard.22

MR. CARNOVALE:  It has to be 31 feet 23

long.  24

MR. COCOROS:  And I think it's 9-by-12 25
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we typically do for a -- 1

MR. CARNOVALE:  I thought it was 2

10-by-12.  I could be wrong.  Steve? 3

MR. KIM:  I thought it was 10-by-12.  4

MR. COLLAZUOL:  9-by-12.5

MR. LEE:  Well, you have a 31 -- 6

MS. LAMBRINIDES:  Well, what does 7

Lefteri say?  What do you usually build?8

MR. LEFTERIOU:  9-by-12. 9

MS. LAMBRINIDES:  9-by-12? 10

MR. LEFTERIOU:  9-by-12, 10-by-12. 11

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON:  All right. 12
